Introduction of an English-speaking language section for European education
in the International School Of Manosque
The details in this document are largely excerpted from the conformity application.
The introduction of an English-speaking section for European education in which English is the main medium for the teaching dispensed, meets the needs identified among the students for whom parity education is a handicap with regard to the criteria associated with the French diplomas with an international option. This European curriculum must be considered as a factor of diversification of the pedagogical range, because it will cohabit with the bilingual model tried out since 2007. Besides this diversification, the installation of this section will provide the International School of Manosque with access to the resources offered by the network of European schools (exchanges and mutualisation).
On 22 October 2008, the Higher Council of European Schools considered that the “application of general interest” relative to the Development of European teaching in the International School of Manosque (type II), met the requirements of the first phase of the approval procedure. Subsequent to this decision, the Aix-Marseille Academy, in agreement with the regional authorities for matters under their administration, submitted a “conformity file application” to the “Higher Council of European Schools” so that the International School of Manosque would be authorized, as of September 2009, to initially open an English-speaking language section for European education for the first four years of the secondary cycle (years 1, 2, 3, 4 of European curriculum which corresponds to the 6th, 5th, 4th and 3rd forms of the French system). The Higher Council of European Schools will decide on this authorization in the course of April 2009.


The opening of the 5th year of the secondary cycle (2nd form) is planned for the 2010 reopening for an extension to years 6 and 7 (equivalent 1st and terminal) in 2011.
The extension to the primary cycle and to other language sections will be a part of a later program.
The European education at the International School of Manosque will be opened in priority to:
· children of personnel working in the ITER program through international scientific cooperation,
· children of eligible personnel working in the ITER program for the European Commission, EURATOM, which the institution formally agrees to accept,
· children previously attending the European schools before arriving in France. Registration will be conditioned by the supply of a school certificate delivered by the latest European teaching institution attended by the student, stating that he has satisfied the requirements for admission to the higher class.
Local candidates for the English-speaking language section for European education, whether or not children of foreign personnel of international companies will be examined according to the linguistic criteria and to availability.
Students with special educational needs will be admitted in light of the French law on handicap.
The admission decisions will be taken by the inspector of the Academy of the Alpes de Haute-Provence, Director the Departmental Services of the French National Education Ministry. At the September 2009 reopening, the total theoretical accommodation capacity of the English-speaking language section for European education at the International School of Manosque will be 72 students at a rate of one class per level as follows:

· 18 students in 1st year of the secondary cycle, 
· 18 students in 2nd year of the secondary cycle,
· 18 students in 3rd year of the secondary cycle,

· 18 students in 4th year of the secondary cycle.

The building arrangements adopted for the September 2009 reopening (refitting of the classrooms currently dedicated to the first degree) are temporary, while awaiting the delivery in two phases (September 2009 and September 2010) of the final premises of the EIM, which will combine all the classes at all levels in a single place.
Starting with the 2010 reopening, the delivery of the definitive premises will boost the accommodation capacity of each of these classes to 24 students.

Also at the rate of one class per level, the ramp up to the 7th year of the secondary cycle will take place according to the following advance scheduled, starting in 2010:

The financing of the project, including the cooperative projects with the European schools, is provided by the State and regional authorities, without any need for the budget of the European schools, except for specific subsidies of the European commission in proportion to the number of eligible students. 

The French inspection bodies, represented by two inspectors, a General Inspector of National Education (IGEN) and an Inspector of the National Education Ministry, members of the “Inspection Councils of the European Schools” will provide the necessary mediation between the “Inspection Councils of the Europeans Schools” and the other regionally competent deliberation and decision-making bodies which have to be advised of all pedagogical and administrative matters.
Managers, particularly a national education inspector (EIN) and a regional pedagogical inspector (IA-IPR), will be appointed by the President of the Aix‑Marseille Academy, to facilitate the implementation of European education. In addition, the French inspectors members of the “Inspection Councils of the European Schools” will be assigned, in agreement with the “Higher Council of European Schools” and in concert with the “Secretary-General of European Schools”, to enlist their colleagues members of the inspection councils in monitoring the European education in the International School of Manosque.

The designated National Education Inspector (IEN) and Regional Pedagogical Inspector (IA-IPR) will also be responsible, in the inspection bodies of the Aix-Marseille Academy, for mobilizing all the skills required to effectively monitor the satisfactory development of the institution. They will also be the correspondents of the two French inspectors members of the inspection councils of the European schools.
Within the International School of Manosque, a position of Director of Studies, having partial responsibility for the European classes, will be created at the 2009 reopening. Its holder will exercise his functions under the administrative authority of the director of the EIM and will work closely with the referent academy inspector – Regional Pedagogical Inspector (IA-IPR).

A “Consultative Committee of European Education” will be created, including the Director of the International School, the Director of Studies, the IEN and the IA-IPR, the representatives of parents whose children attend the European classes, representatives of teachers in the European classes and representatives of the students in the secondary classes. It will be authorized to examine all matters specifically concerning the European education classes, before they are examined in the school or administrative councils. It will thus take the place of what is called “educational council” in the European schools of type I.
Under the authority of the Director of the International School of Manosque, the Director of Studies of the European education classes will take the initiative to regularly convoke the teachers or, if necessary, all the personnel active in the European classes, to examine issues of a general or particular  nature concerning the classes and the students of the European classes.
The number of full-time or part-time teachers will be determined according to the number of classes, levels and language sections, taking account of the time-table assigned to each discipline (cf. document “Resources of the International School of Manosque for the 2009 Reopening”).
Recruitment, based on a specific profile, will be conducted by the academic authorities of Aix-Marseille. A close link will be provided in the performance of this task between the two inspectors in charge of the European schools and the Aix-Marseille Academy.
The teachers will whenever possible be native speakers of the language in which they teach, and this will be mandatory for teaching languages II and history and geography in language II. At all events, barring exceptions, they must be “holders of the necessary diplomas to teach the discipline concerned in the country or countries (case of a language spoken in two or more countries) in the language(s) in which they teach” (reference: 2005-D-342-fr-4, p.6). Failing this, they will be holders of degrees required to teach in France.
For eligible French teachers, recruitment will be based on a particular movement of which the procedures will be defined by the Aix-Marseille Academy.
For the other teachers, recruited on a contractual basis, the Aix-Marseille Academy will decide on the recruitment procedures and seek the necessary opinions. Interviews with pre-selected candidates will be organized. The recruitment of non-French teachers from European Union countries can be carried out in collaboration with the educational authorities of these countries (cf. Art. 6 of the annex to the treaty relative to the International School of Manosque).

The International School of Manosque will work in close partnership with the European schools, particularly in the period preceding the opening of the institution and subsequently, in order to receive information and advice on all subjects connected with the pedagogical or educational characteristics specific to a European education, on the basis of exchanges between all categories of personnel, and also, in due course, for the organization of the European baccalaureate examinations. 

The aim is to facilitate the appropriation by all the staff of the institution of the specificities of European education (in its spirit, its values and its principles; in its pedagogical organization; in its teaching, education and assessment approaches; in the role assigned to the various members of the school community; etc.).
The French inspection, represented in the two inspection councils of the European schools, will be responsible, in liaison with the Secretary-General of the European schools, for the definition of the contributions expected from the foreign inspectors in monitoring and assessing the European education of Manosque.
